	Topic of class: The Mind of Christ


Objectives

1. That the students understand what 3 things the “mind of Christ” entails.
2. That the students understand the points of doctrine and verses regarding the mind of Christ.
3. That the students understand that they are to have the mind of Christ and how this applies to their daily lives.
 Introduction (include estimated time to complete)

Opening verses (Heb 4:12; Prov 3:5,6; Rev 22:20, Phil 3:8,9), Opening prayer & Rebound (1 Jn 1:9)
(5 min)
Intro: Discipline & Respect for authority, Rules of the class






Content/Methods (include estimated time to complete)

1. Read 1 Cor 2:16. Ask them what they think is the mind of Christ.
2. Teach them the following points of doctrine:

a. The mind is a reference to the attitude or thinking of our Savior.

b. The Christian is to think as his Savior thought. This includes 3 things: Bible doctrine, Humility, and Dependence.
3. Read Heb 12:2. Teach them: 

a. The Christian fixes his eyes on the humanity of Christ to learn how his Savior executed (fulfilled) the spiritual life.

b. Executing our spiritual life is tantamount to (the same as) doing the Will of God. You should rest in it and be content with it. To do the will of God requires the mind of Christ – thinking the way He thought.

4. Read Luke 2:40, 52, Luke 4:17, 4:4. Teach:

a. Knowledge of the infallible word of God shaped the thinking of our Savior.

b. Just because one has BD does not mean that he has the mind of Christ or thinks as his Savior thought.

5. Read Matt 26:39, Phil 2:6-8, Luke 5:16, 6:12. Teach:

a. The genuinely humble believer prays habitually in seeking the Father’s will and asking for help to execute His plan.

b. Having the mind of Christ requires dependence, which means realizing your need and relying upon the Father through prayer.
Applications

1. When you go through the verses that relate to His childhood and the ones related to His quoting of Scripture, emphasize to the children that this meant the Lord knew the Scriptures (our Old Testament was all He had) backwards and forwards. For them, this means they should place as much importance on studying God’s word as on any other course they study or thing they do.
2. Discussing Humility and Dependence, talk to the students about examples in their lives in which they must submit to authority just as Jesus did and depend upon God. Use the example of having parents to teach them or teachers in prep school or even in school. The relationship between children and their fathers was designed by God to reflect how God’s relationship with mankind is. When you need something as a child, you go to your parents for the solution. The same thing applies in the spiritual life.
