	Topic of class: Jesus’ ministry: Sermon on the Mount, Walking on Water, Transfiguration.


 Objectives

1. That the students are introduced to Divine Work of Grace #33 and Doctrinal Statement #17.

2. That the children understand the purpose of the Sermon on the Mount and how it applies to us today.
3. That the children understand the principle of application from the story of Jesus walking on the water.

4. That the children understand what the Transfiguration was.

Opening verses (Heb 4:12; Prov 3:5,6; Rev 22:20), Opening prayer & Rebound (1 Jn 1:9)

Intro: Discipline & Respect for authority, Rules of the class







Content/Methods (include estimated time to complete)






1. Introduce DW/G #33: “Placed”
2. Introduce Doctrinal Statement #17: The Second Coming of Christ
We believe that the Lord Jesus Christ will return to earth in His resurrected body with His saints to establish the millennial kingdom for 1000 years in which the unconditional biblical covenants will be fulfilled as promised to Israel ( [image: image1.png]

Rev. 20:4c,6).
3. Give an overview of the Sermon on the Mount

a. Tell the students that it was Jesus’ direction to His disciples on what they should do.


b. Although it was for the disciples, it was a description of the principles that would be in place during the Kingdom (which we know didn’t occur then because the Jews rejected Jesus as their Messiah. Instead the earthly “Kingdom” will be in the Millenium – after the Rapture and 7 years of Tribulation).


c. Teach the students that in the Sermon on the Mount, Jesus “raised the bar” from the Law and taught a Higher standard that they would live by during the Kingdom.


d. Teach them how the Sermon on the Mount applies to us/ them: we can make applications from the principles stated in the Sermon that are restated or amplified in the New Testament Epistles. For example:


(1) Jews got their protocol for living from the Law. It stated “You shall not commit murder”



(2) The believers in the Kingdom will get their protocol for living from the Sermon on the Mount. Jesus stated “I say to you that everyone who is angry with his brother shall be guilty before the court…”



(3) We get our protocol from the New Testament epistles. It states in 1 Peter 2:21-23 “For you have been called for this purpose, since Christ also suffered fro you, leaving you an example for you to follow in His steps, who committed no sin, nor was any deceit found in His mouth; and while being reviled, He did not revile in return; while suffering He uttered no threats, but kept entrusting Himself to Him who judges righteously.”




(a) Teach that to “revile” is to slander or accuse falsely and maliciously (in order to hurt them – not physically but mentally).




(b) “Him who judges righteously” refers to the Father to whom we “cast all our cares” onto (1 Peter 5:7).




(c) The application for the students is that if they are hurt by someone else (like their brother or friend), they are to avoid anger by entrusting the situation to the Father as Jesus did and not get back at them. Also it says later in the Sermon on the Mount (Matt 6:12) and is restated in the New Testament Epistles (Eph 4:32), they are to “Forgive”, which means to Forgive and Forget!
4. Go over the story of Jesus walking on the water and give them one key learning point (Matt 14:22-33). Teach them that Peter had faith enough to walk on water when he was focused on Jesus. When he looked away at the storm, the wind, the waves, he started to sink. In the same way, we must focus on Jesus (Heb 12:2) and not look at the distractions of life that would cause us to “sink” (in our attitudes).

5. Cover what occurred during the Transfiguration (Matt 17:1-9). Teach them that it was the revelation of Jesus as He would return in all His glory. It was a confirmation for the apostles that although He would go to the Cross and die, He would return in glory (2d Advent, when He comes to establish His Kingdom).
Applications



1. Have the class come up with other distractions that they have that could cause them to not be focused on Jesus and God’s plan for their lives (examples could be: a brother or sister who bothers them, a friend who doesn’t play with them any more, toys – not enough, some are broken or lost, don’t get exactly what you want, etc…)
