	Topic of class: Kingdom standards regarding righteousness and love; practicing righteousness before men


Objectives

1. That the students understand the difference between the 3 time periods and the 3 corresponding sources of protocol for believers throughout human history.
2. That the students understand the application to them today of the kingdom standards of righteousness and love.
3. That the students understand that they are not to practice their righteousness before men regardless of the time period.
 Introduction (include estimated time to complete)

Opening verses (Heb 4:12; Prov 3:5,6; Rev 22:20, Phil 3:8,9), Opening prayer & Rebound (1 Jn 1:9)
(5 min)
Intro: Discipline & Respect for authority, Rules of the class






Content/Methods (include estimated time to complete)

1. Recall from previous lesson the Point of Doctrine that the kingdom subject is not to retaliate but patiently endure insult and wrongdoing following the example of Jesus Christ. 
2. Recall also the Point of Doctrine regarding the Rule of Application: If a shade of application from the Sermon on the Mount is stated in the New Testament Epistles (Everything after the book of Acts), then that shade of application applies to the Christian today.

3. Review some of the verses which show application in the New Testament Epistles for retaliation:

(1 Peter 2:21-23; 1 Peter 2:20; Rom 12:17; Rom 12:19-21 [which is a restatement of Lev 19:18, Prov 20:22 and Deut 32:35-36], 1 Thess 5:15-18)
4. Cover the Kingdom Standard regarding love (Matt 5:43-44): The Old Testament standard of “You shall love your neighbor and hate your enemy” is raised to “love your enemies and pray for those who persecute you”. The application for us is: 

a. To love fellow believers (1 Thess 4:9, 1 Pet 1:22, 1 Jn 3:11, 23; 4:7,12) and 

b. To love your enemies (pray for their souls and function as salty lights)

5. Cover the difference between the 3 dispensations and the 3 types of protocols (rules for living) as expressed by Chafer (see class notes for #116):

a. Mosaic Law for the Age of Israel

b. Sermon on the Mount for the Kingdom subject (will apply during the Millenium)

c. New Testament Epistles for the Church Age believer (that’s us)

6. Go over Matt 6:1. Emphasize the Point of doctrine that the Church Age believer should refrain from calling attention to himself in the execution of the responsibilities of his priesthood (examples here are giving, fasting, praying). See Eph 2:10, 6:18, Phil 4:18, Rom 12:1, Heb 13:15-16.

Applications

1. Give examples of situations in which you should refrain from retaliation, but emphasize that this does not mean you should not defend yourself (see Luke 22:35-36). 

a. On the playground a bully comes up to you and pushes you down and look like he is ready to do it again when you get back up. (Defend yourself with physical force).

b. Someone is trying to break into your house. (Defend yourself by getting your parents, who will defend the family with deadly force if necessary; if you are out somewhere by yourself, run away and yell).

c. On the playground you see someone hit someone else who is unable to defend himself/ herself. (Defend them with physical force).

d. Someone gives you a cheap shot during a soccer/ football/ basketball game (“Turn the other cheek”).


e. Another boy or girl does something to you that is painful but hurts your pride more than your body (“Turn the other cheek”; you probably should discuss it with your parents and talk to the boy or girl about it – most likely after the emotion of the moment has passed).

2. Read the quote from Chafer about the 3 sets of rules for daily living.
