Today we are going to study two people who completely put their faith in Jesus Christ.

Distribute handout with lesson summary prior to teaching.  This should be helpful to those having trouble with English.  

1.  The first person is a woman who had been sick for 12 years.  She was bleeding inside.  She had been to many doctors.  She had spent all of her money.  But now she was actually sicker than when she started seeing the doctors.  Her life had become a hopeless situation.

Have students look up Mark 5:24-34.  Have students read the passage aloud one or two verses at a time and discuss as you read.  Point out that it is best to turn to the Lord first and seek His guidance.  That doesn’t mean we don’t use doctors but your trust isn’t in the doctors.  Your trust is in the Lord.  Emphasize that her faith saved her and then Jesus healed her.  She knew that Jesus could heal her and believed that He would.

Sometimes God puts mountains in front of us.  They may seem too high and too steep to climb.  But God gives us the tools to climb the mountain one step at a time.

What are some of the promises this woman could claim?

· for He Himself has said, "I will never desert you, nor will I ever forsake you," Heb 13:5b

· And call upon Me in the day of trouble; I shall rescue you, and you will honor Me."  Ps 50:15

· "He will call upon Me, and I will answer him; I will be with him in trouble; I will rescue him, and honor him. Ps 91:15

· Thus says the LORD, "Cursed is the man who trusts in mankind And makes flesh his strength, And whose heart turns away from the LORD. Jer 17:5

· "Blessed is the man who trusts in the LORD And whose trust is the LORD. Jer 17:7

· But if any of you lacks wisdom, let him ask of God, who gives to all men generously and without reproach, and it will be given to him. James 1:5

Activity – Place a couple of sheets of poster paper (or butcher paper on the wall.)  On the sheets draw a large mountain.  Make a small person to place at the bottom of the mountain (taped on).  As you discuss both stories today and promises that the Christians can claim, tape a sheet of paper with the verse on it to the mountain and move the mountain climber up.  Bring printed copies of verses listed in the lesson as well as some blank pieces of paper for other verses the students may suggest.  The goal is to get to the top of the mountain by the end of class.  Distribute the attached visual for students to take home.

2.  The second person was a synagogue official name Jarius.  Have students read Mark 5:22-23, 35-43 a couple of verses at a time and explain as you go.  

Points to emphasize

Vs 22 - His little daughter was very sick.  He obviously loved her very much.  He asked Jesus the heal her.

Vs 35 – Jarius’ faith is tested by the report from those who have no hope.  They are saying, “Now that she has died this is beyond Jesus’ control.  He can’t do anything about it.”  But could He?

Vs 36 – Jesus told Jarius, “don’t allow yourself to be afraid.”  He is a believer and he has the option to be afraid or to trust God.  

Luke 8:50 adds something else in this story.  But when Jesus heard this, He answered him, “do not be afraid; only believe, and she will be made well.”

Jesus has told Jarius specifically that his daughter will be made well.  Jarius has to choose rather to believe Jesus or doubt.  What does he choose?

Vs 37 – Jesus only allowed a few of the disciples to go with him.  He knew who had faith.  When you walk by faith you will get the honor of going with the Lord where others do no.

Vs 38 – These people are grieving as those who have no hope.  They had not believed int John 11:25 – “I am the resurrection and the life; he who believes in Me will live even if he dies.”

Vs 40 – Because the mother and father believed Jesus’ promise that their daughter would be made well they were allowed to go with Jesus into the room.

Vs 42 – Because God is all powerful the girl came back to life instantly.

Vs 43 – Jesus knew that most of the people had already rejected Him, so they didn’t deserve any more signs.

What are some promises that the mother and father could claim in this situation?

· Jer 32:17 "Ah Lord GOD! Behold, You have made the heavens and the earth by Your great power and by Your outstretched arm! Nothing is too difficult for You,

· Psalms 55:22 Cast your burden upon the LORD and He will sustain you; He will never allow the righteous to be shaken.

· Philippians 4:6-7 Be anxious for nothing, but in everything by prayer and supplication with thanksgiving let your requests be made known to God. 7 And the peace of God, which surpasses all comprehension, will guard your hearts and your minds in Christ Jesus.

· Psalms 56:3-4 When I am afraid, I will put my trust in You. 4 In God, whose word I praise, In God I have put my trust;

· Mark 11:24 "Therefore I say to you, all things for which you pray and ask, believe that you have received them, and they will be granted you. 

· 1 John 5:14-15 This is the confidence which we have before Him, that, if we ask anything according to His will, He hears us. 15 And if we know that He hears us in whatever we ask, we know that we have the requests which we have asked from Him. 

· John 15:7 "If you abide in Me, and My words abide in you, ask whatever you wish, and it will be done for you. 

· John 14:14 "If you ask Me anything in My name, I will do it.  
Discuss with the students – In our lesson today we saw 2 people with mountains in their lives that required them to have faith – a woman who had been sick for 12 years and a father whose little girl was sick and died.  God wants us to have faith in all things in our lives.  What are some situations in your life that might require faith and how would you show your faith?

· A bully is picking on you at school – Just ignore him – Rom 12:19 Never take your own revenge, beloved, but leave room for the wrath of God, for it is written, "VENGEANCE IS MINE, I WILL REPAY," says the Lord. 

· You have some very difficult homework – Do you get frustrated and give up?  No.  Ask God to help you understand it – Phil 4:13  I can do all things through Him who strengthens me.
