	Topic of class: Jesus’ ministry: Raising of Lazarus, Triumphal entry, Last Supper.


 Objectives

1. That the students are introduced to Divine Work of Grace #34 and Doctrinal Statement #18A.

2. That the children understand the Raising of Lazarus.

3. That the children know that the Triumphal entry of Christ was an offering to begin the Kingdom but that He was rejected by Israel and therefore the Kingdom was postponed until after the Church Age & Tribulation.

4. That the children are introduced to the Last Supper as the Lord’s direction for the one ritual we are supposed to take part in during this age (the doctrines related to the bread and cup will be discussed in following weeks).

1. Introduce Doctrinal Statement #5A: 
     We believe that the first beings God created were supernatural beings called angels; that Lucifer was the highest ranking of these beings and through his pride committed the first sin; that one third of the angelic beings chose to follow him (Job 38:4-6; Ezek. 28:11-19; Is. 14:12-14; Rev. 12:4).
THE FOLLOWING 3 POINTS ARE TO BE REVIEWED BRIEFLY AS PART OF A CHRONOLOGICAL OVERVIEW OF THE LIFE OF CHRIST AT THE END OF HIS MINISTRY LEADING UP TO HIS DEATH ON THE CROSS:


2. Go through the story of the raising of Lazarus. 

a. Read John 11:1-4, 21-27, 38-45

b. Teach the students that all things are possible through Him and that we are never to question God’s timing.

3. Give an overview of the Triumphal Entry of Christ, the beginning of the week of His rejection, trial, and crucifixion, often called “Passion Week”.

a. Read Matt 21:1-11.

b. Tell them that this was the opportunity for Israel to accept their King; however, the nation rejected Him, and by the end of the week, He would have gone through crucifixion and death on the Cross.

4. Go through the passage on the Last Supper. 

c. Read Luke 22:14-22

d. Teach them that it was the Lord’s initiation of the communion service and requires us to remember Him – His Person and Work on the Cross.
