Gethsemane

Arrest & Trial of Christ


	Topic of class: Jesus’ ministry: Garden of Gethsemane through His trial up through His interrogation by the Romans


Objectives

1. That the students are introduced to Doctrinal Statement #5B.

2. That the children understand the intensity of the Lord’s Prayer in the Garden of Gethsemane.

3. That the children know what trials He went through on our behalf and that He submitted to the Father’s will.

4. That the children have an understanding of how they should apply the knowledge of His trials: appreciate His sacrifice, tell others about it, and assume His attitude when faced with their own trials.

Introduction

Opening verses (Heb 4:12; Prov 3:5,6; Rev 22:20), Opening prayer & Rebound (1 Jn 1:9)


Intro: Discipline & Respect for authority, Rules of the class







Content/Methods 

1. Introduce Doctrinal Statement #5B: 
We believe that God rendered a judgment of eternal condemnation in the Lake of Fire on these beings in eternity past; that upon this judgment, although suspended, Lucifer inherited the name of Satan and his followers became classified as demons (Matt. 25:41; Zech. 3:1,2; Matt. 7:22).

2. Go through the prayer of Christ in the Garden of Gethsemane. Read Matt 26:36-46. Also, Luke 22:44.

Outline

· General 

· Don’t ever think it was easy for Jesus at this time, to get ready to die for the sins of man. He could have said no!

· Christ’s suffering began in His soul. He knew the things God had set before Him. He was looking into the cruel face of death, a death to benefit us
· His suffering was so intense that he was sweating blood.
· Prayer 

· Jesus used prayer to strengthen himself 

· He also asked for his friends to pray for him 

· It's ok to ask for relief, as long as we accept that God can say no 

· It's very important to share our feelings with God. It's ok to be angry or fearful. Those feelings should be shared with God, not harbored against Him. But we must always be willing to accept God's answers and go ahead and do what we fear. He will help us through it. 

· Jesus asked his friends for help 

· His friends failed him by falling asleep. They probably did not understand the seriousness of the situation.

· Verse to emphasize Mark 14:37-38 “Could you not keep watch for one hour? Keep watching and praying, that you may not come into temptation; the spirit is willing, but the flesh is weak."
· Jesus prayed for 3 hours.  How many times do we rush through our prayers?  Do you ever fall asleep while you are praying?  Do you treat it like something on your checklist that you hurry through just so you can say, “I prayed?”  God wants our prayers to be conversations with Him, where we praise Him, tell Him our concerns for ourselves and others, seek His guidance, and seek His power to live the Christian life. 
· It is a privilege to talk to God, an opportunity we should enjoy and look forward to.  You should also know that you can pray at any time.  You don’t have to wait until a formal time of prayer.  Anytime you have something that concerns you that you want to discuss with God, go ahead and say a short prayer.  As long as you are in fellowship – He is always listening.
· Willingness

· Verse to emphasize - Mark 14:36 And He was saying, "Abba! Father! All things are possible for You; remove this cup from Me; yet not what I will, but what You will." Although He cried out to God “Let this cup pass from me,” He was willing to pay the price for your sins and mine.
· Jesus was willing to do whatever the Father wanted Him to do.  As Christians we must be willing to do that as well.
Juniors – After story do word scramble.  (See end of lesson plan.)

Primary – Can do coloring sheet – healing Malchus’ ear.  (See end of lesson plan.)

3. Give an overview of the Trials of Christ before the Sanhedrin and the Romans

a. Read key verse from Matt 26:47-27:26.

b. Teach them the sequence of events that occurred throughout His trials. Also teach them how He handled the persecution – cross-reference Matt 26:67-68; 27:14 with 1 Peter 2:21-25, Phil 2:5-8, Heb 4:15-16.  

· Betrayal 

· Judas kissed Jesus as the sign of betrayal 

· Arrest 

· The leaders brought soldiers and armed men to arrest Jesus 

· Jesus did not hide from them or resist arrest.  He had come to earth to give His life.  His time had come and He was submissive to the Father’s will.

· The disciples fled in fear 

· Malchus 

· Peter attempted to stop the arrest physically 

· Jesus rebuked Peter and healed Malchus

· The Council of the Sanhedrin convicts Jesus of blasphemy and decide He deserves death

· Peter denies Jesus 3 times

· Jews bring Jesus to Pilate 

· he has authority to execute 

· having the Romans kill Jesus would keep the Jews that supported Jesus from being angry at the Jewish leaders 

· Pilate questions Jesus about the charges 

· stirs up unrest, resists taxation, claims to be a King 

· Pilate finds nothing to charge Jesus with 

· Pilate knows the leaders have brought Jesus to him out of envy 

· Sends Jesus to Herod Antipas 

· Herod Antipas is the Jewish ruler set up by Rome to rule Galilee, where Jesus is from 

· Herod hopes to see Jesus perform a miracle, but is disappointed 

· He allowed his soldiers to viciously mock Jesus, and sent him back to Pilate 

· Pilate tries to free Jesus by offering him or a murderer to go free 

· The Jewish leaders urge the mob to release Barabbas instead 

· Pilate's wife warns Pilate that her dreams warned her that Jesus was just 

· Pilate offers to scourge Jesus and free him 

· The crowd demands he be crucified, and threaten to tell Caesar he has released a traitor 

· Pilate refuses to be blamed and the crowd accept the blame for the charge 

· Pilate relents and they take Jesus to be crucified 

Applications



Emphasize to the children the testing and trials that Jesus endured for them and give examples of situations they will face/ are facing that give them a choice as to how they should respond. Tell them that they have an example of One to follow, Who was tempted as they are, and that they should adopt His attitude, the Mind of Christ – one of humility to the Father’s plan, dependence upon their Mentor (God the HS) and based upon knowledge of the Word of God.
