	Topic of class: Forgiveness in the Age of the Law vs the Age of Grace; Historical Trends that match up with prophetical events


Objectives

1. That the students understand the 3 Rules of Life that God has set for the governing of the ages: Law of Moses, Law of Kingdom, and the Grace Teachings.
2. That the students understand what Rule of Life under which we live.
3. That the students understand what forgiveness means in the Age of the Law vs the Age of Grace.

4. Juniors Only: That the students understand the historical trends that portray the preparation for prophetical events (within the context of the principle of the Imminency of the Rapture)

 Introduction (include estimated time to complete)

Opening verses (Heb 4:12; Prov 3:5,6; Rev 22:20, Phil 3:7-9), Opening prayer & Rebound (1 Jn 1:9)

Intro: Discipline & Respect for authority, Rules of the class






Content/Methods (include estimated time to complete)

1. Teach Matt 18:15-22; Deut 19:15; 1 Tim 5:20; and Eph 4:32 regarding forgiveness.

2. Teach the 3 rules of life that have applied throughout the course of human history.

3. Teach that the standards of the Kingdom are Higher than the standards of the Law (as per the Sermon on the Mount – use murder vs anger as an example)

4. Teach that the standards of the Age of Grace are higher than both the standards of the Law and of the Kingdom.

5. Teach the primary difference between Law and Grace regarding Work and Blessing:

a. Under Law: believers work in order to be blessed

b. Under Grace: believers work because they have already been blessed

Application (include estimated time to complete)

1. Teach what believers should do in light of the standards of Grace:

a. The Christian is called to be tender-hearted, kind, forgiving to those who have wronged him because he HAS ALREADY been FORGIVEN.

b. Don’t be the ungrateful slave.

2. Juniors Only: go through highlights of the article from Israel My Glory to illustrate that these could be the beginnings of birth pains that would indicate the tribulation, but that there is No event that has to occur before the Lord returns for His Bride, the Church.
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
